Contractor Safety Program

  {EDITOR’S NOTE: Keep this section in your program if you are a multiemployer worksite or even if you occasionally employ outside contractors to do work at your facility if such work may expose them or your employees to hazards—for example, cleaning service, renovations, maintenance and repairs, temps, etc.}

Whenever an outside firm or leased employees perform work on our premises, they may be exposed to hazards.  The manager in consultation with the [Safety Manager] must ensure that:

•
The outside contractor or leased employees are provided with a copy of the appropriate sections of this safety and health program, including the General Safety Rules; and
•
The contractor or leased employees are informed of hazards to which they may be 
exposed at the worksite.

The outside contractor must:

•
Ensure that each contract employee understands the applicable sections of our safety and health program and is aware of the specific worksite hazards involved in their work;

•
Enforce all on-site safety rules for all contract employees;

•
Train the contract employees on the safe procedures for their jobs;

•
Advise us of any additional hazards that may occur as a result of the contract work and 
let us know how these hazards are being addressed; and
•
Advise us of any additional hazards that the contracting employees may have found.

The above requirements must be written into any contract made with an outside contractor.  We will hire only outside contractors who can demonstrate excellent safety records.
