When compiling your safety information sheets, consider the following:

· MSDS–Ensure that you have an up-to-date and complete MSDS.

· Maximum Intended Inventory–Ensure that you correctly calculate and document your maximum intended inventory on the basis of usage and not just the physical storage or use capacity. For example, if you have a tank with a capacity of 500,000 pounds, but you adhere to manufacturer or industry recommendations and utilize the tank at 85% capacity and you can demonstrate that procedures and controls are in place to ensure this, you may consider your Maximum Intended Inventory to be 425,000 pounds.

· Temperature/Pressure–Ensure that there is an estimated maintenance and calibration regimen for these gauges, whether it is conducted by facility personnel or contractor. Maintain the calibration and maintenance records.

· Safety Relief Valves/Excess Flow Valve–As for temperature and pressure gauges, ensure that this equipment is on a regular maintenance and calibration schedule.

· Codes and Standards/Piping Design/Tank Design–All tanks and piping should be designed and constructed in compliance with specific standards. Ensure that the appropriate tags or design plates or other appropriate markings are on the equipment and are legible. 
· Many tanks (above- and belowground) are required to undergo periodic testing to confirm tank integrity. Requirements may vary from state to state or from one regulation to the next. Confer with your implementing agency or state environmental agency for specific testing requirements.
